Installation

Offer door up to brickwork and level, using wedges and check with a
laser/spirit level.

The door can be difficult to move when the carry straps are removed.
You can reposition the straps to the rear of the frame to help guide the
door into place during installation. This will leave a hole that should be
filled with the fixing strap screw after the fixing strap is removed.

Fit the angled frame brackets

Check for suitable fixing point and attach 1x angled frame fixing bracket to
the back of the door frame using 2x self drilling tech screws. Repeat the
process so you have at least 3 brackets per side evenly spaced. Pictured
below is an example.
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For best results use a laser level. Do not fit to the brickwork as its unlikely to
be level and true - always fit to your spirit level or laser level.

Now bolt the brackets to the wall with 2x 50mm coach screws. You will need
Rawl plugs (not supplied) at this stage. Ensure the brackets are firmly fixed in
place and the door is rigid.

Before fully tightening the screws check the two doors meet correctly
across the top and are level. Adjust the legs in/out to ensure a good overall
appearance.

Spray oil the hinges and latching plates / lock to ensure a smooth operation.




Alternative fixing method through the frame

Level the door in the opening and secure with wedges or pump bags,
open and lift off the door leaves.

Caution!

To prevent scratches do not lie the leaves face down or back down on the
floor - take great care of the leaves at this point.

Drill through frame at the required points to fix and use suitable masonry
Torx fittings at the required size (not supplied).

Drop the door leaves back onto the hinges and check operation.

Fitting the threshold

floor and levelled, ensuring the holes . = X
are countersunk to avoid catching the S~
bottom of the door leaf.

Fitting the handle and lock

Fit the outer and inner handle, push on the front handle
and shaft, push rear handle into place and fix using the
two screws provided.

NOTE: the door will not open until the lock barrel has
been inserted and used to unlock the door.

Caution!

Check the locking works correctly from the inside by closing the door and
opening again. Do not do this from the outside, if adjustment is required
you may not be able to open the door again.

Caution!

Never check that the locking works from outside! Always have a person

inside as you may lock yourself out resulting in serious damage to the
door if you have to force entry.




Side hinged adjustment

A common problem when fitting a side hinged garage doors is leveling the two leaves
correctly. Most people fit to either brick or a timber sub frame and working from a spirit
level they often think that this is perfect only to find the top of the doors do not align and
assume that a manufacturing fault is to blame. If you find the leaves are tight at the bottom
but the doors don't meet at the top you have not fitted it level , pull the top of the frame in
or out to level the leaves, your bricks are highly unlikely to be in line and level so do not fit
the item to match the bricks always fit to match a level.

Firstly, it is important to know that all side hinged doors are hand made and as such each
half can have minor differences in size. This is an industry wide accepted build method due
to the nature of the product. You should adjust the legs to give the best appearance in
all cases. Ensure you fit the top and bottom keeps so the door doesn’t rattle.

Side hinged adjustment

Problem 2

One of my leaves looks fine and the other looks slanted.

Fix:

As in problem 1, move the leg of the door that looks slanted inwards.
This will raise the slanted side upwards to align correctly.

Problem 3

My doors look terrible. They are both out of line with one looking higher
than the other.

Fix:

Have you fitted to the floor level rather than the door level? i.e, is one
leg higher than the other resulting in the poor appearance? Using small
packers, lift the lower and adjust as described above to obtain the best
overall appearance.

Hinge adjustment

If the previous methods have not succeeded, you can use the adjustment
features on the hinges to align the leaves.

This item has left to right adjustment and up and down adjustment as
shown above ,use an Allen key to adjust as shown , always replace the
dust covers to the front, top and bottom when finished.
